• Unhealthy Ties - understanding that when two or more people in agreement break one or more of God's 

commandments, this may create a unhealthy tie through which the enemy may access us. 
• The Occult - understanding that breaking the first commandment is the greatest block to God’s sovereignty. 
• Generational Blessing vs. Generational Sin Patterns - understanding that access points opened from past 

generations may have resulted in a consequence, or weakness to sin in a pattern that is obvious.
